THE MYSTERY OF THE EUCHARIST 
IN THE LIFE OF THE CHURCH
(Excerpted from The Mystery of the Eucharist in the Life of the Church approved November 2021, USCCB & included in this & following bulletins)

II. OUR RESPONSE

29. In the fourth Common Preface of the Roman Missal, the priest prays the following: 

For, although you have no need of our praise, yet our thanksgiving is itself your gift, since our praises add nothing to your greatness but profit us for salvation. . . .
These words speak of the grace of God, the gift freely given, which inspires us to give thanks and worship him, works our transformation into the likeness of Christ, helps us to seek pardon and to receive it when we fall into sin, and impels us to go forth and bear witness to Christ in the world. 

A) Thanksgiving and Worship 
30. Having been sanctified by the gift of the Eucharist and filled with faith, hope, and charity, the faithful are called to respond to this gift. Indeed, it is only natural that we give thanks to the Lord for all that he has given to us. How can I repay the Lord for all the great good done for me? I will raise the cup of salvation and call on the name of the Lord (Ps 116:12). The word “Eucharist” literally means “thanksgiving.” Even our manner of giving thanks comes from God, for we do so by following the command of the Lord: do this in memory of me (Lk 22:19). 

31. The Second Vatican Council taught that, in order to give thanks properly in the celebration of the Mass, we should “take a full, conscious, and active part in the liturgical celebration.”44 We need to be conscious of the gift we have received, a gift that is none other than the Lord himself in his act of self-giving. We become conscious of this gift when we actively engage our minds, hearts, and bodies to every part of the liturgy, allowing God through the words, actions, gestures, and even the moments of silence to speak to us. We actively and consciously participate by giving our full attention to the words being spoken in the prayers and the Scriptures, even if we have heard them hundreds of times before. We do so also by listening to the homily and reflecting upon how the Lord may be speaking to us through his ordained minister. We are actively giving thanks when we join in singing and in the responses; when we kneel, stand, and sit; and when we pay attention to the liturgical seasons where the entire history of what God has done for us, in and through his Son, is revealed to us. 

32. The gratitude that inspires us to give thanks and worship God in the celebration of the Eucharist should be nurtured and enriched by the beauty of the liturgical action itself. Bishops and priests have a particular duty to ensure that the Mass is celebrated in a manner befitting the sacredness of what takes place. As Pope Francis recently wrote to the bishops of the world, “I ask you to be vigilant in ensuring that every liturgy be celebrated with decorum and fidelity to the liturgical books promulgated after Vatican Council II, without the eccentricities that can easily degenerate into abuses.”45 Priest celebrants of the Mass should have a prayerful understanding of the liturgical books, as well as of the feasts and seasons, and be faithful to the texts and rubrics established by the Church.46 In doing so, they will lead the people more deeply and reverently into the exchange that is the dialogue of the Father and the Son in the Holy Spirit.

Reflection for the Fourteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time





Greeting people at the door after Sunday Mass, Father Nick was delighted to shake hands with “Seldom-Seen” Brad and even more thrilled when he complimented the priest on his sermon and said the mass was “amazing” Faced with such evidence of faithfulness, he asked why Brad didn’t come to church more often. “I’m just following the Lord’s example,” he said. “If Christ can rise up early, only one Sunday (Easter) a year, that’s good enough for me, too!”





One of the most economically stable currencies in the world is the American dollar. Besides being a legal tender, the dollar has more to say than meets the eye. Often time when we carry the dollar, we only concentrate on its numerical strength. People know how many dollars they have in their wallets. But let us take a second look at the dollar bill. If you look at the back of a dollar bill, you find the Great Seal of the United States. The founders of America designed the seal a few months after the Declaration of Independence. On the front of the seal is an eagle, holding in its claws arrows to symbolize war and an olive branch to symbolize peace. Now at the back of the Great Seal is the pyramid. The pyramid represents the United States of America. This pyramid appears unfinished. Perhaps the pyramid was intended to make a statement. It asserts that America, like any other nation, is incomplete. A country is far from complete despite wealth, advancement, and influence.





In the gospel this weekend, Jesus sends out his disciples and sends them out to town and places to proclaim the coming of the kingdom. The sending is both continuous and discontinuous with Jesus, the primary sender. Though the visible carriers of the Christian message are constantly changing, they have the mandate to proclaim the kingdom. The Christian mission, therefore, moved through time. Christian evangelization is unfinished as the nation's building with the image of the pyramid. Beginning with Christ, the baton was handed over to the disciples named the 72 in the gospel reading and then to Christians of all generations. Some commentators have said that the number 72 represent all the known nations of the earth at that time. Thus, the instruction of Jesus calls all Christians from every country to go out and continue to work on the unfinished Christian proclamation.





Unfortunately, many Christians can become fixated on the desire to do great things for Christ and miss the opportunity to witness Christ in their daily lives. Christ has already done great things. All he wants of us is to continue to do what he did so that God's kingdom will not fade away in time.
