Life in Christ – from The Catechism of the Catholic Church – The First Commandment 
 
Last week, we see that freedom is a gift to us from God.  God gives us freedom so that we can freely 
choose to believe God, hope and trust in God, and love God and neighbor.  These are the proper uses 
of the gift of freedom.  Using freedom to rebel against God and his will is sin. 
 
Let’s go ahead and look at the Catechism’s specific teachings on the Ten Commandments. 
 
THE FIRST COMMANDMENT  
I am the LORD your God, who brought you out of the land of Egypt, out of the house of bondage. You 
shall have no other gods before me. You shall not make for yourself a graven image, or any likeness of 
anything that is in heaven above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the earth; 
you shall not bow down to them or serve them. (Exodus 20:2-5) 
 
It is written: "You shall worship the Lord your God and him only shall you serve." (Matthew 4:10) 
 
2084 God makes himself known by recalling his all-powerful loving, and liberating action in the history 
of the one he addresses [the Hebrew people]: "I brought you out of the land of Egypt, out of the house 
of bondage." The first word contains the first commandment of the Law: "You shall fear the LORD your 
God; you shall serve him. . . . You shall not go after other gods." (Deuteronomy 6:13-14) God's first 
call and just demand is that man accept him and worship him. 
 
2085 The one and true God first reveals his glory to Israel. The revelation of the vocation and truth of 
man is linked to the revelation of God. Man's vocation is to make God manifest by acting in conformity 
with his creation "in the image and likeness of God":  
 
“There will never be another God, Trypho, and there has been no other since the world began . . . than 
he who made and ordered the universe. We do not think that our God is different from yours. He is the 
same who brought your fathers out of Egypt ‘by his powerful hand and his outstretched arm.’ We do not 
place our hope in some other god, for there is none, but in the same God as you do: the God of 
Abraham, Isaac and Jacob.” (Saint Justin Martyr, martyred AD 165) 
 
2086 "The first commandment embraces faith, hope, and charity. When we say 'God' we confess a 
constant, unchangeable being, always the same, faithful and just, without any evil. It follows that we 
must necessarily accept his words and have complete faith in him and acknowledge his 
authority. He is almighty, merciful, and infinitely beneficent. Who could not place all hope in him? 
Who could not love him when contemplating the treasures of goodness and love he has poured out on 
us? Hence the formula God employs in the Scripture at the beginning and end of his commandments: 'I 
am the LORD.'" (Catechism of the Council of Trent, 1566) 
 
So, we see that we are commanded to accept God, worship God, and to use the gifts he has given us:  
to place our faith and hope in God and to love him.

Saint Paul’s Letter to the Romans 
 
Here is chapter six of Saint Paul’s Letter to the Romans, from which our second reading is taken 
this Sunday, from the Good News Translation: 
 
Dead to Sin but Alive in Union with Christ 
 
What shall we say, then? Should we continue to live in sin so that God's grace will increase? 2 Certainly 
not! We have died to sin—how then can we go on living in it? 3 For surely you know that when we were 
baptized into union with Christ Jesus, we were baptized into union with his death. 4 By our baptism, 
then, we were buried with him and shared his death, in order that, just as Christ was raised from 
death by the glorious power of the Father, so also we might live a new life. 
 
5 For since we have become one with him in dying as he did, in the same way we shall be one with him by 
being raised to life as he was. 6 And we know that our old being has been put to death with Christ on his 
cross, in order that the power of the sinful self might be destroyed, so that we should no longer be the 
slaves of sin. 7 For when we die, we are set free from the power of sin. 8 Since we have died with Christ, 
we believe that we will also live with him. 9 For we know that Christ has been raised from death and 
will never die again—death will no longer rule over him. 10 And so, because he died, sin has no 
power over him; and now he lives his life in fellowship with God. 11 In the same way you are to think 
of yourselves as dead, so far as sin is concerned, but living in fellowship with God through Christ 
Jesus. 
 
12 Sin must no longer rule in your mortal bodies, so that you obey the desires of your natural self. 13 Nor 
must you surrender any part of yourselves to sin to be used for wicked purposes. Instead, give yourselves 
to God, as those who have been brought from death to life, and surrender your whole being to him to be 
used for righteous purposes. 14 Sin must not be your master; for you do not live under law but under God's 
grace. 
 
Slaves of Righteousness 
 
15 What, then? Shall we sin, because we are not under law but under God's grace? By no means! 16 Surely 
you know that when you surrender yourselves as slaves to obey someone, you are in fact the slaves of the 
master you obey—either of sin, which results in death, or of obedience, which results in being put right 
with God. 17 But thanks be to God! For though at one time you were slaves to sin, you have obeyed with all 
your heart the truths found in the teaching you received. 18 You were set free from sin and became the 
slaves of righteousness. 19 (I use everyday language because of the weakness of your natural selves.) At 
one time you surrendered yourselves entirely as slaves to impurity and wickedness for wicked purposes. 
In the same way you must now surrender yourselves entirely as slaves of righteousness for holy purposes. 

 
20 When you were the slaves of sin, you were free from righteousness. 21 What did you gain from doing the 
things that you are now ashamed of? The result of those things is death! 22 But now you have been set free 
from sin and are the slaves of God. Your gain is a life fully dedicated to him, and the result is eternal life. 
23 For sin pays its wage—death; but God's free gift is eternal life in union with Christ Jesus our Lord.
