Reflection for Palm Sunday

It was Palm Sunday, butyearold Sammy stayed home from church with a babysitter because of
a sore throat. When the family returned home, they were carrying several palm fronds. Sammy
inquired as to what they were for. 'People held them over Jesus' head as he walked by,' his fathe
responded. 'Wouldn't you just know it?' Sammy complained, 'the one Sunday | don't go, and he
shows up.'

As we prepare to enter the holy week, we reflect on the significance of Christ in our life. The
liturgy of Palm Sunday is a perfect place to begin our reflection. What is the most striking part of
the Palm Sunday celebration for us? The blessing of the palms or the procession to the Church?
it the red vestments worn by the priests or the long passion narrative? It could be any of these.
Palm Sunday's drama portrays Jesus as theipntamt innocent victim of unwarranted hatred.
Although He is welcome into Jerusalem with an hosanna song, He soon becomes a victim of
conspiracy. But He willingly offers himself. He accepts d&atiwen on the cross. Why does God
stoop so low? Why would he undergo death in such a cruel way? For some people, all these
happen because his death is expiatory. For others, it is a demonstration of God's love for the
worl d. The demonstration of Goddés | ove is w

is not selfseeking, it is not easily angered, it keeps no record of wrongs (1 Co)1Bdyond

His suffering, Jesus' passion reveals something deeper about our world. It draws attention to the
injustice, cruelty, and violence in our society. It exposes the hypocrisy, the betrayal, the abuses,
and the infidelities of our world.

To enter the holy week with him, we need to reflect on the meaning of the cross in the context o
Christ's love. This understanding of the cross will drive our search for Christ in the broken,
humiliated, and marginalized community members. Christ is present where innocent people
suffer abuses and where people are denied justice. Christ knows what it means to feel helpless
and unjustly treated. He was helpless before those who crucified him. He was unjustly treated
when he was accused of blasphemy and rebelliousness.

But on the other hand, the old, rugged cross is the sign of God's faithfulness. Furthermore it
recalls that we sometimes find ourselves surrounded by sickness, poverty, suffering, spiritual
persecution, misunderstanding, pain, and numerous forms of tragic experiencesall a few

If the old, rugged cross is the symbol of our faith, we must discover Christ in our own suffering
and the suffering of others. It is when we cling to the cross with such disposition that the cross
becomes redemptive. Then, we can "exchange it someday for a crown."
